Presbytery VOTED to adopt the docket as revised. Enrollments and introductions will
now come before the report from the Committee on arrangements; the report of the
Nominating Committee, Commissioning Commissioners to General Assembly, and a
Meeting of the Corporation will be held to provide for the nomination and election of

corporation officers. (Appendix I)

ENROLLMENT AND INTRODUCTIONS
Corresponding members were introduced and enrolled; guest ministers and first time
Commissioners were introduced and welcomed. The Moderator introduced Rick Ufford-
Chase who was our preacher and group leader. The schedule for the day was discussed by
the Moderator. The Moderator welcomed The Rev. Phil Gehman from the Board of
Pensions. Presbytery also welcomed Angel P. Suarez-Valera from the GMAC New

Immigrant Groups Ministries in the USA and the Rev. Julio Queiroz from the Presbyterian

Church of Brazil. Presbytery VOTED to enroll them as corresponding members.



COMMITTEE ON ARRANGEMENTS

Rev. David Van Dyke welcomed the Presbytery to the First Presbyterian Church of
Stamford, CT.

NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF THE VICE MODERATOR

Elder Pat Wales from the Nominating Committee nominated Rev. Martha Highsmith as
Vice-Moderator of the Presbytery. There were no nominees from the floor. There was a
motion to cease discussion and to direct the Moderator to declare a unanimous motion to
elect. Presbytery VOTED to elect Rev. Highsmith as Vice-Moderator.

WORSHIP

During the Service of Worship, Elder Judy Babcock and Stated Clerk Bill Thomas and
members of their churches participated in the Installation of Elder Tom Taylor and Rev.
Martha Highsmith as Moderator and Vice-Moderator. After answering the Constitutional
guestions in the affirmative, EIder Tom Taylor was installed as Moderator and Rev.
Martha Highsmith was installed as Vice-Moderator. Elder Judy Babcock offered a prayer
of thanksgiving. She then gave to Elder Tom Taylor the stole and cross as symbols of the
Moderator’s office.

Rick Ufford-Chase, former Moderator of the GA, preached a sermon on Evangelism. He
highlighted the work several churches have done to change themselves to reflect the
changing communities in which they were involved. Evangelism means being able to
minister to those around you.

Rev. Mary Thies and Rev. David Van Dyke officiated at the Sacrament of Holy
Communion for the Presbytery.

Elder Bill Thomas presented the Necrology Report celebrating the faith and service for
those servants of Christ who have died since our last annual meeting.

After Worship, Moderator Taylor assumed the Chair of the meeting and took a moment of
privilege to thank outgoing Moderator, Elder Judy Babcock, for her work and leadership in
the last year.

The Presbytery VOTED to approve the Consent Motion.

REPORT OF THE PERSONNEL COMMITTEE
Rev. Joan Priest brought the Report of the Personnel Committee.

The Personnel Committee MOVED another five year term for Stated Clerk Bill Thomas. He
has agreed to serve if elected. Presbytery VOTED to elect Stated Clerk Thomas for another
five year term.

Rev. Joan Priest honored Pam Garner, PSNE Office Manager, for her service to the
Presbytery for the past 15 years. She was given a plant and a prayer was offered in
thanksgiving for her work.




REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE PRESBYTER

Rev. Dana Lindsley addressed the Presbytery offering thanksgiving for the work of many
people working in various ways in the Presbytery: Judy Babcock, Barbara Hager, Paul
Terry, Bill Schimpf and Bill Thomas.

He discussed the format of this Presbytery meeting. The business section has been
shortened for the purpose of meeting in discernment groups following lunch.

REPORT OF THE COUNCIL

Elder Judy Babcock brought the report of the Council. Council has received a letter from
the Preshbyterian Church of Old Greenwich asking for a Review Team to be appointed for
the“Di scer ni ng ”process. Way

Presbytery received a letter, dated March 23, 2010, addressed to Executive Presbyter, Rev.
Dana Lindsley, and Stated Clerk, Elder Bill Thomas. The letter requested that Presbytery
begintheDi s c er ni n ®roceshweith RCOG following their congregational meeting.
Pastor Gestal and Clerk Walter Baker were authorized by Session to
i. communicate the result of the meeting of the congregation
to the appropriate Presbytery officials and
(i) identify and coordinate the start-up steps prescribed by the “D T W
process with appropriate Presbytery representatives and PCOG Session.
PCOG has kept the Preshytery appraised of their growing concerns through numerous
documents, correspondences, and our voice at Presbytery.

Minutes of the 3-18-10 Council meeting are attached as Appendix X.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON MINISTRY
Rev. John Webster brought the report of the Committee on Ministry.

Presbytery VOTED to approve the revised draft policy for Members at Large,
Appendix IV. This draft policy was originally presented at the November, 14, 2009.
The Presbytery voted to return the draft policy to the committee at the February 6,
2010 meeting.

The Committee on Ministry MOVED that the Presbytery approve the draft policy for
Validated Ministries. The committee feels that the draft policy with the standards of
ethical conduct for ordained officers concisely delineates an adequate PSNE working
policy for members in validated ministries.

Rev. Bill Goettler MOVED that the final paragraph of the draft policy for Validated
Ministries (Appendix V) be deleted. Presbytery VOTED NOT to approve this motion.
There was a call for the division of the house. The Moderator called for a standing vote.
It was 47 for and 48 against the motion.

Presbytery VOTED to approve the Policy as noted in Appendices V and VI.

Presbytery examined Candidate Nancy Boldt McLaren for ordination to the
ministry of Word and Sacrament and membership within this Presbytery upon her
ordination. Nancy has a call to be Director of Children’s and Family Ministries at First
Presbyterian Church, New Haven. Following discussion, it was MOVED to call the
question. Presbytery VOTED to cease debate and proceed to the vote. Presbytery
VOTED to approve the candidate for Ordination. The service of ordination will be held
on May 16, 2010 at 7 pm at the First Presbyterian church, New Haven CT. Nancy’s
terms of call are approximately $32,000.

Presbytery examined Candidate Timothy Luddy for ordination to the ministry of
Word and Sacrament and membership within this Presbytery and then dismissal to the
Presbytery of Genesee Valley upon his ordination. Tim has accepted a call to be Pastor
of Brighton Presbyterian Church in Rochester, NY. Presbytery VOTED to approve the



candidate for Ordination. The service of ordination will held on May 2, 2010 at 4 pm at
the Calvary Presbyterian Church, Enfield, CT.

Presbytery voted to receive Rev. Alonso Dacunha into membership as pastor for the
Igreja Presbiteriana Brasileira de Hyannis (Hyannis Brazilian Fellowship), if the way
be clear, as provided by the Book of Order G-11.0404 a and b. Rev. Dacunhais a
member of the United Presbyterian Church of Brazil, which does not recognize the PC
(USA). This congregation has now become a fellowship under the Church
Development Committee. Alonso has had a special training program on Polity, the
Confessions and the Constitution. After completion of the training program he was
interviewed by the Committee on Ministry. Following the examination, Presbytery
VOTED to receive Rev. Dacunha into membership.

Vice-Moderator Highsmith asked the constitutional questions of the three candidates.
Having answered the constitutional questions in the affirmative, the candidates were
approved for ordination. A prayer for the candidates was offered by Rev. Steve Clark.

Rev. Gerson Annunciacao invited the Presbytery to a May 23 reception at 7:00 pm to
welcome Rev. Alonso Dacunha into his work with the Brazilian Fellowship.

Presbytery VOTED to approve the request of the Rev. Cory B. Loder that he be
Honorably Retired effective June 1, 2010.

Presbytery VOTED to approve the request of Rev. Georgia Ann Snell that she be
Honorably Retired, if the way be clear.

Rev. Mary Theis spoke in thankfulness for the ministries of Rev. Loder and Rev.
Snell in our Presbytery.

The Moderator recognized the order of the day, asked for the will of the body to change the
order. Presbytery VOTED to continue deliberations.

The Committee MOVED that the Presbytery validate the ministry of Rev. John Merz.

Elder Walter Baker moved, and it was seconded, to refer the MAIN MOTION “t h a t t he
Presbytery validate t he niitothe@ommiytee onfMinistrye Re v .
with the following instructions:
At the September 2010 meeting of the Presbytery, the COM is requested to act as
follows:

1. r_e p oon the status of the constitutionally mandated review of “An n u a |
R e p 8 forteach minister performing service beyond the jurisdiction of the
church (G-11.0411.),

2. foreach“annual "wlichiseomplete, state whether or not the COM
found the service to be compliant with all of the criteria enumerated in G-
11.0403, without exception (as required by G-11.0411) and with the
additional written criteria approved by the COM,

3. foreach“annual ”"wlkichiseomplete, recommend whether the
Presbytery should re-new permission for the minister member to continue
in such service beyond the Preshytery’s jurisdiction (G-11.0411.)

4. inform the Presbytery about the plan of the COM (i) to complete“a n n u a |
r e vi donother validated ministries, including members-at-large, and
(ii) to submit recommendations for action on such reviews by the
Presbytery.

5. given the information reported publicly to the Presbytery (on the floor and
the website) vis-a-vis Rev. John Merz, submit a written report duly
approved by the COM which sets forththe (i) p r o camdstise (ii)r at i onal e



for having determined that Rev. Merz has been found compliant with all of
the criteria enumerated in G-11.0403, without exception (G-11.0411) and
with the specific written criteria approved by the COM.

Presbytery VOTED NOT to recommit the motion. There was a call for a vote count
which was 24 yes - 82 no.

It was MOVED to call the question. Presbytery VOTED to suspend debate and proceed
to the vote on the motion.

The Moderator recognized Elder Stephen Nazareth who commented that he, as a
member of this body who has traveled a great distance, over 2 hours, found it
despicable and un-Christian to proceed on such an important matter as validating the
ministry of Rev. Merz without any debate. Elder Nazareth stated that there are serious
issues and ramifications that needed to be discussed and debated prior to a vote. Elder
Nazareth said that he was denied both voicing my opinion as well as hearing others
opinions.

Presbytery VOTED to validate the ministry of Rev. John Merz. There was a call for a
division of the house. The vote was 81 yes - 23 opposed.

As result of the vote approving the validation of Rev. John Merz's ministry, 16
members and commissioners signed a protest (G-9.0304) citing an irregularity on the
grounds that the Committee on Ministry and Presbytery erred when they determined
that the criteria had been met without exception to G-11.0403 and the PSNE Validated
Ministry policy.

Rev. Stephen Clark offered a celebratory prayer of thanksgiving for these servants of
Christ.

_The Moderator adjourned the meeting for lunch. Vice-Moderator Martha Highsmith
offered a grace for the meal.

Announcements were available during lunch in the form of a PowerPoint presentation.
Moderator Taylor reconvened the meeting of Presbytery at 1:38 pm in Fellowship Hall.

REPORT FROM THE BOARD OF PENSIONS

Rev. Phil Gehman brought an update from the Board of Pensions.

He thanked the Presbytery for welcoming him. He highlighted some of the resources of the
BOP available to members. He discussed the ups and downs of the recent economy, and
the effect on members’ pensions. Pensions remain fully funded and secure. There are
guestions about the changes in the health plan as a result of Health Care Reform. The goal
of the Board is to give members quality care. Active Health is the new health care
management company. Members are encouraged to develop a personal health record with
Active Health.

The Board of Pensions has many educational resources available at www.pensions.org.
Some of these resources are for financial planning as well as a tax resource center and
employee assistance.

REPORT OF THE TRUSTEES

Rev. Paul Terry presented the Trustee’s Report.
The Board of Trustees MOVED that the policy of the Presbytery shall be to contribute
per capita funds to General Assembly and the Synod of the Northeast to the extent that
they are received from the congregations of the Presbytery.

Following discussion, the Motion was amended to provide for a review of this policy
after a year.

Presbytery VOTED NOT to approve the amended motion.

A $15,000 loan was made to the Tumaini Fellowship without review by the Board of
Trustees. In spite of this, the Trustees MOVED that Presbytery approve the loan
between the CDC and the Tumaini Fellowship. Presbytery VOTED to approve this
loan.

Committee on Ministry

MEMBER-AT-LARGE POLICY

A member-at-large is a minister of the Word and Sacrament who has previously
been admitted to the presbytery or another presbytery as an active member, and
who now, without intentional abandonment of the exercise of ministry, is no longer
engaged in a ministry that complies with all the criteria for a validated ministry.

Minister members of the Presbytery of Southern New England may be designated
as Members-at-Large by the presbytery if they meet one of the criteria listed below
provided that it is their intention to return to validated ministry when the criterion
no longer applies.

Criteria for Status of Member-at-Large:

1.

Health. Ministers who are unable to undertake ministry because of illness or
disability. Persons with long term disability may remain in this status
indefinitely.

Transition. A minister who is leaving a parish call or other validated
ministry and who is actively seeking a call may be placed on the rolls as a
Member-at-Large while his or her PIF is being circulated or until engaging
in a ministry that qualifies for validation.

Family Responsibilities. Ministers who have the responsibility of caring for
members of their family (children, parents, spouse, etc.), by choice or
necessity, and are therefore unable to undertake active ministry.

Graduate Study. Ministers who are enrolled in graduate study related to
their ministry may be designated as Member-at-Large until the completion
of their studies.

Minister spouse of a minister member. The spouse of a minister member of
the presbytery, who is himself/herself an ordained PC (USA) minister or
ordained minister in a formula of agreement denomination, may be received
as a Member-at-Large.

Service Ministries. Ministers engaged in a ministry that meets the standards
stated in G-11.0403a and b, “demonstrable conformity with the mission of
God’s people in the world as set forth in Holy Scripture, The Book of
Confessions, and the Book of Order” and... “is one that serves others, aids
others, and enables the ministries of others,” but does not meet one or more
of the other standards for validated ministry may be granted Member-at-
Large status at the discretion of the Presbytery upon recommendation of the
Committee on Ministry.



A member-at-large is entitled to take part in the meetings of presbytery and to
speak, vote and hold office

A minister granted member-at-large status is expected to be involved in a PC
(U.S.A.) congregation or Formula of Agreement* congregation, to attend
presbytery meetings, and to demonstrate active involvement in the mission of the
presbytery (such as, for example, serving on a Presbytery committee) with the
intention of returning to active member status.

Ministers granted Member-at-Large status are required to submit an annual
Specialized Ministers Report.

The Committee on Ministry will annually review the status of members-at-large
using the guidelines of the Book of Order and the presbytery’s current policy
statement (s). The decision as to whether to recommend Member-at-Large status
will be based on a review of the overall nature and purpose of the ministry.

These criteria shall be maintained in a public space by posting on the internet site
of the PSNE at PSNE.org.

Proposal for Renewed Personalized Connectionalism

Among the Three New England Presbyteries

In the PCUSA

December 21, 2009

In the fall of 2009 various leaders of the three New England Presbyteries (Northern
New England, Boston, and Southern New England) met for two day-long meetings
for the purpose of discerning if there were some common gifts and needs that could
enhance their respective ministries and missions. This proposal is an outcome of
those meetings.

The Proposal

This proposal seeks endorsement of all three Presbyteries, through their
respective governing processes, to a renewed deepening of our
connectionalism through personalized interactions between specific groups
of committee and presbytery leaders.

The three Presbyteries are already structurally connected by Synod, PPG, and
General Assembly. We have already had a few joint meetings of COM, of CPM. We
already have good working relationships between some staff: stated clerks
especially, and also Executive/General Presbyters. But the connections between
current (and ever changing) leadership of committees, of moderators, of other staff
has not happened. A "renewed" connectionalism seeks to keep what already exists
and build other inter-connections. These connections could happen in whatever
ways seem most effective. But the vision is to see them happen regularly. It is
envisioned that these connections will be between people who have Similar
responsibilities, roles, interests, and needs. Occasionally there may be a larger
meeting of many different leaders as was held in the fall of 2009.

The experience of the leaders who gathered for two days is that there is no
substitute for knowing others personally through some face-to-face meetings. That
doesn't have to be every time these renewed connections happen, but seem to be
necessary at least occasionally. One avenue for those personalized interactions to
begin is at joint training events ... say for moderators, or COM chairs, etc.



Benefits

Potential benefits of this renewed personalized connectionalism..;.

A sharing of wisdom and experience of those who are dealing with similar

issues (for example, dealing with misconduct or new pastor support);

More effective and faithful in our committee work by knowing about the

policies and practices of others (for example, parental leave policy and

validated ministry policy);

More effective administration and staffing through regular interaction and
sharing of responsibilities (for example, lack of duplication of efforts or

sharing of financial recordkeeping);

Sharing programs and speakers by having larger, more viable numbers of

people and congregations hosting them (for example, engaging a GA staff person
to be at several New England events);

Building upon the energy and commitments of others by sharing of

opportunities and stories (for example, piggybacking on the South African
partnership of NNE);

Better personal relationships for mutual support and problem solving (for
example, COM chairs will feel less isolated when they have other COM chairs they
can call upon).

Implementation

1. Moderators of each Presbytery (who were present at the fall 2009 meetings)
will bring this proposal in the form of a motion to their respective governing
bodies (Councilor Presbytery or Leadership Group):

a. "That the Presbytery of ... endorse renewed connectionalism
with the two other New England Presbyteries by having
personalized interactions between specific groups of committee and
presbytery leaders. "

2. Once approved the moderators, staff and officers of each presbytery will
arrange for and invite respective leaders from the following groups to meet
together with their counterparts by September 1] 2010:

COM

CPM

Council

Moderators

Financial officers

Administrative support staff

Stated Clerks

Presbytery Leaders/Presbyters/Executives

3. In the fall of 2010 another gathering of all primary leaders (moderators,
clerks, executive/general presbyters, others) will gather together for mutual
sharing, an evaluation of how this renewed connectional ism is going and a
look into the future of the relationships between the three Presbyteries.

It has been reported to us that at the February 6, 2010 presbytery
meeting, the overture to amend G-6.0106(b) was approved by a majority of
approximately 67%. Also reported was the explanation (rationale) which the
sponsors of the overture provided to justify it, which included the following
statement: "As Calvin understood, Scripture contains the word of God, but it is
not the word of God. "

We believe it is errant to attribute such a view to Calvin. And we believe
the statement is a mockery of Scripture for those of us who affirm both the Old
and New Testaments to be, by the Holy Spirit, the unique and authoritative
witness to Jesus Christ and God's Word to us .

Regarding attribution to Calvin, a pastor ' spoke on the meeting floor in an
attempt to draw attention to the error. The errant statement now appears on the
website for the 219™ GA under the sponsorship of our presbytery.

We regard it as a serious breach of an essential part of our covenantal
relationship to have affirmed that "Scripture contains the word of God, but it is not
the word of God." Apparently, the sessions and pastors of the four churches
presenting the overture concur with the statement. And 67% of the attending
commissioners voting to support the overture seemingly concur with it, or are
indifferent about it. We believe this stands contrary to the view of Scripture as
expressed in Scripture itself, the Confessions (notably Westminster Confession,
Chapter 1), as professed by Calvin (rightly understood) and as affirmed at our
ordinations (particularly W-4.4003 b, ¢ and d.)

The Calvin misstatement can be corrected. But what remains without
reconcilement are our respective deeply held views of Scripture and the
consequential implications for our faith, common worship, prayer, behavior and
fellowship - which are not addressed by this letter. We stand on different
foundations for our authority for faith and life.

1 The speaker completed his doctoral dissertation on Calvin's writings and life. The remarks that he made
on the floor of presbytery are available on request.



We write this letter so that the presbytery "record" will show that (i) we
affirm Scripture as the infallible Word of God, inspired and preserved by the Holy
Spirit and is the authority for obedience in faith and life and (ii)) we reject the

rationale that supports the overture to amend 6b - call it our "overture-scruple."
We  acknowledge that those who supported the overture and prepared the
rationale have done so from a sincerely held conviction - but at the same time, it

is also one which we sincerely do not share.
